I. General Information

3) Team: Max. 15 players per team. Players on lineup must be on the submitted roster.
II. Team - Match Format

All team have 5 doubles matches (10 players) for each competition:

1) Men’s doubles

2) Mixed doubles

3) Women’s doubles

4) Open* doubles I

5) Open* doubles II**

* No gender constraint in an open double pair I & II.  It can be Women’s, Mixed, or Men’s.

** Combined skill level of pair 5 must be lower or equal to pair 4 for the same team.

It is captain’s responsibility to make sure his/her players report to the tennis court for match.

III. Grouping

Totally, there are 4 adult teams and 4 junior teams. They are grouped and compete as follows:

- Adult (Age: 18+): One 4-team group

- Junior (Age: 18 and below): One 4-team group

Adult players (age: 18+) can only play in adult teams; junior players (age: 18 and below) can only play in junior team. One player can only play in one team.

IV. Rules and scoring system

Unless otherwise specified, all WACTA/USTA rules will govern all play

· Match/Game:

· A match is played in a 12 no-Ad games

· 5 min. warm-up

· If a team is late, they will default all the unfinished games within assigned time limit

· No sub is allowed after game starts. When a team have sub, they forfeit the unfinished games.

· Switch side at the end of 6th game

· The receiver side decides who to return the serve when score is 40-40

· Same gender returns the serve when score is 40-40 in mixed doubles

· If game score tie at 6-6, a 12 points tie-breaker is used. Whoever wins the 7th point wins (no need to win by 2) the match.

· Winner pairs or their captain report the score (with game won)

· Team level:

· A team win 3 or more matches win and receives 1 credit
